Limitations: Apply in good weather when air and surface 

temperature are above 45 deg. F. Temperature must remain 

above 40 deg. F for 24 Hrs. after application for proper dry-

ing. For optimum application properties, materials should 

be between 70 to 90 deg. F prior to mixing and application. 

Maintain unused material containers in protected storage at 

40 to 90 deg. F If concrete has a sheen to it or is hard trow-

elled, the concrete should first be cleaned with Enviro 

Etch to remove the sheen and open the pores of the surface 

to provide uniform absorption. Trojan Color Sealer needs 

to be thoroughly mixed by first pouring off the majority of 

the liquid into a clean container. Then using a kitchen vari-

ety wire wisk, mix the pigments in the bottom of the con-

tainer with the remaining liquid. When thoroughly mixed, 

pour the reserved liquid into the container and mix some 

more by pouring the liquid back and forth from one con-

tainer to another. Different and various textures of the con-

crete surface will affect the intensity of the pigment. The 

rougher the surface, the more pigment the surface will col-

lect. The smoother the surface, the less pigment it will col-

lect and the more noticeable roller marks will be. 

 

New Concrete, Masonry  or Stucco: When applying any 

coating or sealer to new concrete, masonry or stucco 

(especially interior) you must wait 30-60 days for the con-

crete, masonry or stucco to thoroughly dry and cure. Then 

the pH should be taken to establish the pH level using a 

litmus pH test strip. If it is 9 or above then Envirosafe pH 

Reducer should be sprayed or rolled on and then rinsed off 

and allowed to dry. Another pH reading should be per-

formed to check if the pH is below 9. Repeat this process 

until the pH is below 9. Levels should be above 6 and be-

low 9 on the pH scale. 

 

Surface Preparation: Good surface preparation is essen-

tial to a satisfactory installation. Surfaces to be coated 

should be clean and dry. Remove all dirt, dust, oil, grease, 

mildew, rust, paint or other contamination by using either 

EnviroClean Degreaser, Erase Cleaner or Enviro Etch . 

Rinse thoroughly with a pressure washer or strong hose and 

allow to dry thoroughly. 

 

Mixing: This is a one component coating. However, the 

pigment needs to be thoroughly mixed by first pouring 

off the majority of the liquid into a clean container. 

Then using a kitchen variety wire wisk, mix the pig-

ments in the bottom of the container with the remaining 

liquid. When thoroughly mixed, pour the reserved liq-

uid into the container and mix some more by pouring 

the liquid back and forth from one container to an-

other. 

Thinning: This product is supplied at normal viscosity. 

Thinning will affect the product quality and should not be 

done. 

 

Dry Time: Trojan Color Sealer will dry in about 3 hours. 

Heavy traffic should be avoided for 2 to 3 days to allow 

material to cure. It will dry faster if the application is in the 

sun or windy conditions persist. It is advised to avoid these 

conditions to give the applicator optimal working time. If 

weather is hot, apply early in the morning when the surface 

is cool but after the dew has evaporated form the surface.  

 

Application:  Apply with a low pressure sprayer and back-

roll any puddles. See Trojan Color Sealer Application In-

struction for specific application procedures. If applicator 

sprays Trojan Color Sealer on windows, it will NOT etch, 

but should be rinsed off immediately to avoid having to 

scrape it off later. A 1/4 inch nap roller (preferably Mohair) 

can be used for indoor use but is not recommended for out-

door application as roller marks could occur depending on 

outdoor weather conditions.  

 

Depending on porosity of concrete a second coat may be 

desired. For optimum waterproofing, a second coat of   

Trojan Masonry Sealer, Trojan Ultra or Trojan Color (if 

greater color intensity is needed) should be applied. 

 

Cleanup: Clean all equipment immediately after use with 

warm soapy water. Completely flush all spray equipment 

with this solution.
